“AUTONOMOUS” student-research group — participated in two major national agricultural expos, 

Agroexpo Uzbekistan and Agrotechmash Expo, held at “O‘ZEKSPOMARKAZ”, alongside

This participation represents a form of local-community outreach and public engagement with a 

focus on modern, energy-efficient, and sustainable agricultural and mechanization technologies — 

thereby contributing indirectly to SDG 7 goals. The public demonstration and dissemination of 

innovative technologies foster awareness and acceptance of sustainable solutions in agriculture and 

allied sectors.

 Knowledge transfer & community impact: The outreach creates a channel for transferring 

academic innovation and engineering solutions from the university to real-world agricultural 

practitioners and stakeholders — potentially accelerating adoption of energy-efficient 

machinery and lowering energy consumption across the agricultural sector. 

 Support for green-economy transition: The engagement aligns with national strategic 

goals of modernizing agriculture, improving energy efficiency, and reducing reliance on 

fossil-fuel–intensive mechanization. By involving stakeholders from various countries and 

local actors, the initiative helps build a market and demand for clean-energy and energy-

efficient agricultural technologies. 

 Institutional role in sustainable development: Through active public engagement, 

TIIAME demonstrates its commitment not only to research and education but also to 

societal transformation and grassroots-level promotion of sustainable technologies — 

thereby reinforcing its institutional capacity in support of SDG 7 and national green-

economy objectives.
